6. What type of work, if any, did they do? Where did they work? 

7. Describe their spiritual life, if any.

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Share Your Transformation Story 

Acts 9:1-22 
Pastor Brian Kennedy, Sr. 

 

 
 
 
 
 

Take it home point: Share your transformation story as a powerful witness for Jesus. 

 

A. Before His Life with Jesus, Saul Persecuted the Church (Acts 9:1-2). 
 

1. Saul’s zeal to destroy Christianity was progressive (Acts 9:1-2; cf. 7:58, 8:1, 3). 

a. Traveling 150 miles to destroy Christianity is unmitigated zeal (v. 2). 

b. Saul believed that Jesus threatened the traditions of Judaism (Gal. 1:13-14). 

Note: Our narrative before our life with Jesus, highlights the extent of God’s love.  When “righteous zeal,” 

without full knowledge has us sincerely wrong, God rescues us from our destructive beliefs and behavior  

(Rom. 5:6-9).  The nerve of Jesus saving people like us!   
 

B. Saul Met Jesus in His Heightened Persecution of the Church (Acts 9:3-22). 

1. Jesus got Saul’s attention with a heavenly slap upside the head (v. 3). 

2. Jesus confronted Saul for his persecution of the church (v. 4). 

3. Jesus met Saul in his place of disbelief and destructive behavior (v. 5). 

a. Saul recognized God’s presence and responded with reverence (v. 5). 

b. Saul’s personal encounter with Jesus fueled his faith (v. 5). 

4. Jesus gave Saul and his team a different agenda in Damascus: Wait! (vs. 6-9). 

Note: Instead of Saul leading his team into Damascus to persecute Jesus, his team led him into Damascus, 

transforming into a servant of Jesus.  
 

C. Saul was Transformed by Jesus (vs. 10-22). 

1. Jesus uses people in our transformation (vs. 10-18). 

a. Jesus used Ananias to touch a changed enemy (vs. 10-12). 

b. Jesus reassured Ananias as he expressed genuine concern (vs. 13-16). 

c. Ananias lovingly welcomed Saul into the family (vs. 17-18; cf. 8:14-17). 

2. Saul had a genuine transformation experience (vs. 18-22). 

a. Saul regained his sight (v. 18). 

b. Saul publically identified with Jesus through baptism (v. 18) 

c. Saul received the spiritual benefit from his fast (v. 19). 

d. Saul changed the people he hung out with (v. 19). 

e. Saul changed his public message and activities (vs. 20-22). 

1. Saul preached “He is the Son of God” (v. 20). 

2. Saul dealt with consequences from his past life (v. 21). 

3. Saul continued to grow in the faith and in ministry (v. 22). 
 

Personal Challenge:  Develop the narrative of your life with Jesus (before Jesus, how you met Jesus, and the 

transformation since you met Jesus).   
 

Be available for God to use you for unique church growth opportunities (Ananias was available). 
 

Personal Prayer: Dear Jesus, thank You for giving me a transformation story.  Guide me as I develop and share 

my story.  Jesus, just as Ananias welcomed Saul into the family, help me lovingly welcome new believers into the 

family despite their background.  Jesus, as You work in our midst, open my heart to new people, new growth 

practices, and be a champion for growth in Your church for Your glory.  I live to love and serve You.  In the name 

of Jesus I pray, amen.
