Be a Good Neighbor in Ministry
Luke 10:25-37

TEXT QUESTIONS TO PASTOR AS HE IS PREACHING TO: (909) 295-8569

Take it Home Point: Be a good neighbor in ministry.
A. A Lesson on Being a Good Neighbor in Ministry (Luke 10:30-37).

1. Our neighbors are people doing life just as we are (Luke 10:30).

2. Our neighbors can experience tragedy in life just as we can (Luke 10:30).

3. Recognize your God-given opportunities to love your neighbor (Luke 10:31-32).
4. Compassionately respond to the practical needs of your neighbor (Luke 10:33-35).
5. People should clearly see that you are a good neighbor (Luke 10:36-37).

Personal Challenge: Who has God clearly put in your path to show compassion and to
practically respond to their needs? Contact them, and listen to their story to better understand
their need (their need is not always money, it could simply be caring phone conversations,
godly advice, accountability, etc.). As you listen and connect with them, share what God is
moving you to do, be faithful in following through, and put some kind of meaningful follow-
up system in place. You might call and pray with them twice a month, meet for lunch, etc.
(Just don’t overpromise and under deliver, but do just the opposite: under promise and over
deliver). Be creative and safe remembering that we are loving our neighbor in ministry
during a pandemic.

Personal Prayer: Dear Lord, | never want to be like the Lawyer, the Priest, or the Levite
in the story of the Good Samaritan. Please forgive me for ignoring anyone You put in my
path to help, especially at home, and in the church. Lord, please give me Your wisdom,
knowledge, and understanding so that | recognize my God-given opportunity to love my
neighbor. Lord, give me Your compassion as | respond to the practical needs of my
neighbor. Lord, help me to love my neighbor such that people clearly recognize that | am a
good neighbor. 1 live to love and serve You. In the name of Jesus, | pray, amen.
